Ties to be broken by extra end.  
No burnt ends, Jack placed at 2-meter mark on the center line 
3 points for a win, 0 points for a loss 
Vice and Skip may visit the head after their second bowl. 
 
Final rankings will be determined using the Trueman/Buchholz formula: 
 
1) Match points  
2) The winner of head-to-head matches between teams with identical match 
points.  
3) The winner of direct head-to-head matches of the still tied teams 
4) Total Buchholz points - the sum of all your opponents’ match points.  
5) Ends Won
